Pastor: In the season of Advent, we prepare for Jesus to come. As we wait for His
coming, we consider how unworthy we are to have Jesus in our presence,
how crooked our world has become, and how unjust are our relationships.
We come before the Lord in humility. Heavenly Father,

People: we confess that we have strayed from Your path. We have been selfish
and cruel. We have treated our neighbors with injustice and prejudice.
We have oppressed the weak in order to gain power. We long to return
to You, but how are we to return?

Pastor: As John the Baptist prepared the way for Jesus, he said, “All flesh shall see
the salvation of God.” God sent Jesus to bring salvation to the world through
His death and resurrection. This salvation is complete, and Christ comes to
you once again with forgiveness, life, and salvation. Hear these words of
forgiveness, for they are from Christ Himself: As a called and ordained
servant of Christ, and by His authority, | therefore forgive you all your sins in
the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

3 In the fifteenth year of the reign of Tiberius Caesar, Pontius Pilate being governor of
Judea, and Herod being tetrarch of Galilee, and his brother Philip tetrarch of the region of
lturaea and Trachonitis, and Lysanias tetrarch of Abilene, 2 during the high priesthood of
Annas and Caiaphas, the word of God came to John the son of Zechariah in the
wilderness. 3 And he went into all the region around the Jordan, proclaiming a baptism of
repentance for the forgiveness of sins. 4 As it is written in the book of the words of Isaiah
the prophet, “The voice of one crying in the wilderness: ‘Prepare the way of the Lord,
make his paths straight. ® Every valley shall be filled, and every mountain and hill shall be
made low, and the crooked shall become straight, and the rough places shall become
level ways, ©and all flesh shall see the salvation of God.”

Every tree therefore that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the
fire.” 19 And the crowds asked him, “What then shall we do?” 1! And he answered them,
“Whoever has two tunics is to share with him who has none, and whoever has food is to
do likewise.” 12 Tax collectors also came to be baptized and said to him, “Teacher, what
shall we do?” 13 And he said to them, “Collect no more than you are authorized to do.”

14 Soldiers also asked him, “And we, what shall we do?” And he said to them, “Do not
extort money from anyone by threats or by false accusation, and be content with your
wages.” 1> As the people were in expectation, and all were questioning in their hearts
concerning John, whether he might be the Christ, ¢ John answered them all, saying, I
baptize you with water, but he who is mightier than | is coming, the strap of whose
sandals | am not worthy to untie.
